· Social marketing campaign

· One idea is a “Coming out with HCV Day” where people come out with their status.

· Health education materials at street fairs, schools, health clinics, etc.

· Organization of support group ______ lists.

· Hiring paid staff person to be a liaison between the city and the community.

· Testing and screening widely available and accessible at syringe exchange programs.

· Identify gaps and assets in HCV education.

· Cultural competency.

· Insurance linkage from testing to care.

· Outreach to diverse communities with culturally appropriate and effective methodologies, campaigns, and community engagement.

· Supporting a safe injection facility in San Francisco.

· Work with existing liver organizations (ALF, AASLD, World Hep Alliance, etc).

· Education for public health systems, that include HCV information (schools, youth, CBOs).

· Tattoo/Piercing education/prevention info for non-professional/correctional facilities.

· Expand access to testing to behavioral risk populations not normally looked at.

· How to talk to your Dr. website for the city.

· Best practices (what are other communities doing?)
