i.
Focus on the legal/ legislative/ policy barriers to optimal treatment and prevention, (envision a city with no HCV transmission)
ii. 
Ideas include; decriminalizing syringe possession, supervised   injection facilities, fully funding HCV treatment (access to liver clinic, access to medication), fully funding substance abuse treatment. 
a. Greater access to methadone is needed. A lower threshold model of methadone treatment and access is necessary to better serve minors, and address the rate at which they are acquiring Hepatitis C. 
i. Eliminate barriers and expand access to opiate substitution treatment/ therapy. 
ii. Buprenorphine should be available at Pharmacies.
b. Improving Hepatitis C care and prevention in California State Prisons. 

i. Promoting access to sterile syringes and condoms.

ii. Providing a constitutional level of care in prisons, when it comes to mental, physical and dental health care. 
iii. Legislation supporting opiate substitution therapy for prisoners is needed.
