· Treatment and Care – Rose reports that Pat Dunn came to their last meeting and talked about the template format for recommendations. Rose states it was very helpful to have her there.

7. Planning for Future meetings:
Emalie prepared a grid with tentative agendas for upcoming meetings. Discussion followed. 
· Aug- the focus will be on hep C and substance use.

· Sep – there are only 2 items there. Looks like it will be focused on Tenderloin.
· Question arose about syringe access programs and if they provide hep C education to clients. Emalie noted that syringe access guidelines are being updated. Members recommend that all syringe access programs receive HCV training and provide HCV education to their clients. Syringe access alone is not enough to prevent hep C since other injection equipment is responsible for HCV transmission but there is not much education provided about this.

· Oct – Communicable Disease will provide a surveillance report. Keep this meeting agenda light just in case we need time for other action items.

· Nov- Pat Dunn will present final draft of the recommendations to the Task Force and public for comment.

· Dec- members to vote on final recommendations. Ask Mayor or his representative to attend this meeting. End of year celebration and discussion of next steps.

· The group will need to have a discussion at some point soon about what the membership wants after the recommendations are submitted to the Mayor.
