2. Approval of agenda

3. Approval of September 7th  minutes

4.  Public comment and member response to public comment

5. Debrief of last night Task Force meeting
Emalie was not there, she is teaching at SJSU on Monday evenings. Jenny (SFDPH intern) took notes. Melissa Sanchez’s presentation was useful according to members’ feedback, but there are some deficiencies in surveillance data, such as lack of surveillance resources, no reporting on Latinos or transgender individuals, and providers are not reporting hep C testing info. 40% of received data was missing demographic info. African Americans are disproportionally affected by HCV, but we already know that. Melissa apologetic for not having enough information, and she is very open to suggestions/recommendations.
6. Discussion of recommendations document development:
For November – finalizing recommendations from Public Policy and Research and Surveillance committees. Answers  to questions from presentations are finalized and need to be included in the final document.
September and October minutes need to be voted on. 

Report needs to be compiled from the African American Forum that is scheduled for October 20th.

Pat clarified that taskforce members need to approve the whole document and not just the recommendations. Pat will send the final draft document to Emalie by Nov 3rd. Extra steering committee meetings can be planned if needed.
