	Report-back from Community Forum “Hepatitis C in the African American Community” 

	Emalie provided a report from the forum. It was well-attended, with around 50 people in the room. Jenny from Department of Public Health provided great assistance with logistics and Robin secured the space. There were great speakers, including Dr. Dan from the SE Health Center, Val Robb from UCSF’s Positive Health Program, and Task Force member Teresa Hughes, who provided an excellent overview of economic issues related to HCV. 

There was also a great panel of people living with hepatitis C, including a gentleman who was able to get a court order to ensure he could access HCV treatment while in jail. Emalie noted that many participants seemed like they had many questions about what to do with their HCV diagnosis. It was recommended that Teresa publish her information.

We will also have a “community engagement” section for recommendations that are more for the community to implement than government.
