Topics discussed (Summary only of the recommendations discussed.  Alice Asher took more accurate and detailed notes.)
· Care and treatment of incarcerated people in the city and county jails for “equal access to care and treatment” with a focus on disclosure, referrals and vaccinations.   
· HCV screening for all during regular wellness visits regardless of risk factors. Reeducated community medical providers to provide such services. 
· Include health protective behavioral education for doctors and their patients whether the patients are in treatment or not.  To be included in both Training and Maintenance sections. 
· Coordinated care for HIV and HCV co-infection with providers at a single location of care. 
· Decrease the burden experienced by patients with stronger collaboration between care providers for HIV and HCV co-infected people. 
· Staging of disease, what diagnostic tools should be used to identify the stage of HCV in patients for accurate and appropriate treatment i.e. liver biopsy.  Create a bottom line recommendation for medical providers.  
· How to decrease the burden experienced by patients as reported by members of the public for stronger collaboration between care providers.
